Travel 
First Bus travel  
First Bus announced on Monday 17 May that they are increasing on-bus capacity making it easier for staff 
to come to work. This is valid across all First Buses in England. For more information and to plan your 
journey please visit First bus journey planner or visit Travelwest’s website. Please be aware that due to 
latest Government legislations face mask MUST be worn on all public transport unless exempt.  
 
Park and Ride  
UHBW have teamed up with the First Group to offer staff the Assisted Park and Ride Bus Pass 
Purchase Scheme which enables staff to apply for a park and ride season ticket for Brislington and 

Portway (Other packages are available directly from First Group). You can apply for this by filling out the 
Bristol Park & Ride application form. The ticket is for twelve months and costs £550 per year or a total of 
£45.84 monthly deduction. More information can be found on the Bristol park and Ride application form. 
Email Sustainability if you require any more information regarding the Bus scheme please contact the 
Sustainable travel and car parking team. Please be aware that due to latest Government legislations 
face mask MUST be worn on all public transport unless exempt.
